In school, we are really pushing Maths Sheriff 

and supporting the children to earn those badges as this will really help with their mental arithmetic skills 

and build their confidence. We are also continuing to focus on our fluency in reading with our Reading 

Rangers scheme. The children need to read their book to an adult 3 times a week for 10 minutes to be a 

green reader. Below is the topic home work for this term. We cannot wait to see what exciting projects the 

children produce from it. We do not mind how this work is presented- it can be a presentation, a letter, a 

recorded video, sculpture, model or a piece of artwork.
